There are cross-country 
skiing opportunities on the nearby Forest Service McGowan Lake 
Trail, as well as a Forest Service designated and maintained snow-
mobile area at Morgan Summit.  Ranger-led snowshoe walks are 
offered from January to early April, on Saturdays and Sundays at 
1:30 p.m. from the Kohm Yah-mah-nee Visitor Center at the south-
west entrance to the Park.  Lassen Park also features a variety of 
cross-country ski destinations for sight-seeing or overnight camp-
ing.  Wilderness permits are required for backcountry camping, and 
are available at the new Kohm Yah-mah-nee Visitor Center between 
9 a.m. and 5 p.m., or after hours in the Center’s 24-hour vestibule.  
Entrance fees of $10 per vehicle (or motorcycle) are charged year-
round, and are valid for seven consecutive days.
